Parliament Buildings is a well-maintained, listed building with good signage for visitors. Ushers are stationed throughout the building to provide assistance and directions and there are 18 staff within the building who are first aid trained.
An Education Officer or Tour Guide will be with the school group throughout the visit.

The most common accidents within the building are trivial or minor injuries caused by slips, trips or falls.
Special Risk Groups
Please note that if you have anyone within your group with a disability, access to the Upper Car Park can be arranged and there are ramps and lifts for disability access. If anyone in the group is a wheelchair user please let the Assembly Education Office know in advance so arrangements can be put in place in the event of an emergency evacuation.
There is also a deaf loop available for any pupils or staff with hearing difficulties and a tactile map for anyone with a visual impairment who is going on a tour of the building.
